TIP OF THE MONTH 
SHORTENING SCREWS 

& BOLTS 
 

How many times have you 

cut a small bolt to length by 

clamping it in a vise or pair 

of pliers & maybe using a 

small piece of tape to mark 

where to make the cut.  This 

approach is inaccurate at 

best.  Try making a jig by 

drilling holes in some scrap 

ply.  Just tape pieces of the 

ply together to get the right 

thickness & use the surface 

of the plywood as a guide for 

your cutoff wheel.  This also 

works with bench grinders, 

diagonal cutters, and other 

similar tools and you will be 

able to usually cut all the 

parts you need for a project 

before wearing out the jig 

too much.  The plywood jig 

holds the part securely, 

removing any temptation to 

grab a piece of hot metal 

with your fingers.
