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NOISE ISSUES AT THE FIELD

During the last meeting it was brought to our attention by one of our members that we still may be
having a noise problem at our Salem flying field. This member was curious if the noisd theel a
houses on Harris Road located to trestof our field could be a future issue for the home owners
that could result in a complaint the Gadboisfamily who we lease the field from. A gas powered
35% model was flying a standard IMAC sequence so it seemed like a good opportunity to check
thenoise level at the Harris Road homes. The sound level heard was greater than a lawnmower
that was operating at one of the houses. Please be aware that we have had no complaints from
these home owners but we feel that we do need to still be aware g®@taotroimust bea

priority when flying @ the Salem field. This means make sure you have appropriate mufflers, if
your prop noise is excessive, change the prop to a 3 blade or control the noise level with throttle
managementThe AMA has published nee measurement standards, but clearly these standards
alone cannot assure us that a potential noise problem will not pop up when we do not expect we
have any problem. If you want to check the noise level of your aircraft, we do have a sound meter
in the frst aid box mounted on the side of the container. Here is the AMA standard test method.
